4. As an alternative to Public School Choice, parents of students may request Supplemental Educational
Services (free tutoring) from the state approved provider list located at
http://dnet01.ode.state.oh.us/ses/ProviderLookup.aspx . You will be receiving a packet the first few weeks
of school further explaining the SES option.
